Cuvee (Blanc, Rouge & 151):     
Distributed by DomRey Cigars they run 
from the mild Connecticut Blanc to the 

Medium Sungrown Rouge to the full 
bodied they like to call Overproof 151.

Café Colorado wrapper and finished with a traditional triple cap. Illusione cigars deliver a 
taste and a quality of smoke rarely found in todayôs market. All of these cigars are made in 

small -batch quantities to maintain quality and consistency.  

Tabak Especial:  Following in the discontinued footsteps of Kahlua, Drew Estates has 

created a crossover between the traditional and infused segments and they really hit this 

one on the mark. The Tabak Especial is an absolutely wonderful cigar, both rich and     
complex as well as gently infused with an espresso quality coffee.    Tabak Especial is   

available in two varieties. Dulce, which employs a silky shade grown Connecticut wrapper 
and Negra, a dark broadleaf maduro -wrapped beauty.

SCHIP Bill Update:  
September 8, 2008 - 

 According to the New York 
Times, Congressional     

Democrats do not intend to 
bring SCHIP legislation up 

again this year. They have 
concluded that the     

President would veto the 
bill and that the House        

Republicans will again have 
enough votes to sustain 

that veto.             

  
Furthermore, according to 

the Congressional Budget 
office, the cost of the bill 

has increased,   however, 
the revenues from tobacco 

taxes remain about the 
same.   Because of the 

projected cost increases, 
Congress would need to 

figure out how to fund the 
extra cost. Opposition to 

the current SCHIP bill     
remains from  Hispanic,     

African -  and Asian -

American members of   
Congress due to a lack of 

coverage for some         
immigrants.  

  
Finally, time is a factor as       

Congress will be adjourning 
in the next three or four 

weeks, potentially leaving 
insufficient time for the 

legislative process to play 
out.
