JG: With Davidoff now able
to utilize Honduran tobacco
how will this effect
production rates of
Camacho cigars?

CE: The tobacco grown in the
El Corojo farm is for the
Camacho factory. Eventually,
when there is enough supply,
some will be prepared for the
D.R. factory if that is what is
decided. However, special care
was taken in securing that the
El Corojo farms continue
supplying the tobacco.

JG: Can we expect to see a
new line with both
Camacho and Davidoff

influences?
