Siglo is a new brand of cigars just released by Altadis. Prior to Altadis, 
the Siglo name has been used before as a type or line of cigars under 

different brand names made by other cigar companies (most notably 

the Cuban Cohiba). The new Siglo Limited Reserve by Altadis is made 
in Nicaragua with an Ecuadorian Cubano wrapper, a broadleaf       

Nicaraguan binder, and a blend of filler tobaccos from the Dominican 
Republic and Nicaragua. The new Siglo cigars are available in several 

sizes, These are full -bodied cigars and are well made. They have a 
deep rich tobacco flavor and a nice easy draw, and are reasonably priced from $5.50 -$7.00.  

We are carrying the I (4.25 x 44), IV cello and tubo(5 x 54), VI (6 x 54) and the VII (7 x 48).

Ahhh! The sounds and smells of spring... sprinklers, fresh cut grass 

and wait, is that a stogie I smell?  Oh yes, the time of year to get 

out and enjoy a good cigar with an equally good beverage ! 

My favorite drink with a cigar has always been Scotch 
whisky, (maybe because I was born there, it must be 

in the veins) primarily Single Malts. Over the last       
10 -15 years, I have expanded my tastes to include 
certain varietals of wine and some good aged rum. I 

realize there are many choices and pairings are very 
subjective, but I will try to list a few cigars with some 

of my favorite drinks.  

My all time favorite Scotch has to be Macallan 12 year 
old aged in sherry casks, the experts consistently rank it very high. 
I believe this Scotch matches up to different strengths of cigars 

ranging from an Ashton Classic to an Ashton VSG. My tastes usu-
ally run towards the heavier bodied cigars so I would choose the 

VSG. In these hard financial times, it is probably a good idea to 
have a more economical choice for a paring as both the Macallan 
and the VSG tend to run on the expensive side. In 

this instance, the Scotch would be a blend, which 
happens to be the most popular in Scotland, The 

Famous Grouse. Keeping in mind this is for the 
budget minded so I would pick the Cubana Select 
or the Vintage Cameroon. Both of these run on the 

mild side but have plenty of flavor and will stand up to the Scotch.  

When someone mentions rum you probably flash on the cheap 
white rum which is used in most mixed drinks. Well it is 

time to step up to some fine tasting sipping rum that is 
great for summer relaxing. If you want to stay with 
Bacardi go for the 8 year old, not real expensive but is 

a good starter to see if you will like it. Here again I 
would go for a mild to medium smoke possibly a Fuente 

with a Cameroon wrapper.  

If you decide you like the Bacardi I would 
recommend the Flor De Cana from Nicaragua. I had 

the pleasure of tasting it for the first time when I went 
to Honduras (with Nick) to the Camacho factory. I find 
there are some similarities with the rum and scotch, 

probably from the aging process. However, the rum 
definitely shows it was made from aged sugar cane 

and not malt, with the caramel flavor coming through in the finish.  

The perfect match for the Flor De Cana would also be from       
Nicaragua, the near perfect Padron 1964 Anniversario   
Torpedo. This cigar is consistently rated very high and 

for good reason, aged tobacco, perfect construction 
with a perfect draw. Itôs a combination that is hard to 

beat. A word of caution with the rum, stay away from 

the 151 variety it could get ugly around an open flame!

My last pairing is with one of my favorite wines that I first 

tasted at Greg Normanôs Australian Grille, his own Petite 
Syrah. This is a really bold full flavored red which will stand 

up to about any Honduran, Nicaraguan or Dominican Sun 
Grown. My two choices of cigars with this great wine are the 
Gran Habano No.5 Corojo blend and Nickôs house blend from 

Nicaragua, Los Patriotas. I consider both of 
these cigars to be full bodied with a rich, deep 

flavor.  

Hopefully these pairings will lead you down roads you 
may not have traveled previously; maybe you can 

even try different combinations of the pairings and come up with 

your own new favorites. Have a great summer and order lots of 
sampler packs to create some new combinations and maybe you
