Miranda is also the maker of Don Lino cigars.  This is Nestorôs 
ñpersonal cigar,ò the one he hands out to friends and colleagues, 

etc.  Now, there isnôt much information on this cigar and there are 
mixed reviews.  I guess the best way to form an opinion is to give 

it a try.  But each reviewer did say it was full bodied, with some 
woodsy and pepper notes.  

 

Pinar del Rio Classico Connecticut:  

We were given some samples so Nick handed them out to his golf 
buddies.  Everyone agreed that it was a great smoke and all of 

them keep asking for it.  This is a new one with very good rat-
ings.  Jamie just ordered them this week so look for them soon! 

We will be carrying them in Churchill, Toro, Robusto and Lancero.     

 

Don Peppin My Father:  

This is the known to be the most esteemed cigar to be to created by 

El Rey de los Habanos.  The My Father is another great cigar blended 
and rolled by Don Pepin himself. This smoke is a powerhouse with  

balanced, rich flavor. The wrapper is grown in Ecuador from Cuban 
seed by the Oliva Tobacco Co., which historically has focused on   

growing Sumatran seed in Ecuador. The filler is a mix of Nicaraguan  
tobaccos. We donôt always think more expensive is better but at 

$10.00 per stick this is a MUST TRY!  Currently we are carrying the No. 1 (5.25 x 52), but
